REQUIRED CERTIFICATIONS

Atlantic will hire inspectors certified through the 
American Petroleum Institute’s (API) Source 
Inspector Certification Programs. The API programs 
are designed by inspection and quality subject 
matter experts specifically for the oil and gas 
industry. Requirements vary depending on the type 
of inspector. The programs are based on industry-
developed standards recognized and used with 
confidence worldwide.

HIRING PROCESS AND TIMELINE

Construction of the Atlantic Coast Pipeline is 
expected to begin in 2018. Construction plans are 
under development and Atlantic will begin hiring 
inspector crews as plans are finalized. Up to 85 
inspectors will be needed for each spread. 
Inspector crews will be needed for both the 2018 
and 2019 construction seasons.
